Along with prospective and new CKI members, other people wonder what all these
acronyms mean. It is important for you to explain what the acronym stands for when
presenting such information. That way, people understand what is being mentioned.

Delegate — Delegates are elected by their club to voting representatives at the HOD.
District — There are 30 Districts that comprise International. Districts in Sub-region A
are Montana, Pacific Northwest, Utah-ldaho, and Western Canada.

Division — Districts are made up of divisions. Each district sets its own number of
divisions.

DLSSP - District Large Scale Service Project

FOTF Day — Focus on the Future Day: This is the Pacific Northwest District’s large scale

HOD - House of Delegates: This is where incoming district and international officers are
elected and amendments are made to governing to documents at DCON and ICON.
